Dear Friends,

KJV i 400 Years On

2011 is the year in which we recognise the 400" anniversary of the King James
Bible. This version of the Bible has endured as one of the most popular and
treasured translations for centuries, largely as a result of its translators’ striving
for accuracy, beauty and power, and their literal faithfulness to the Greek and
Hebrew texts.

Since 1525, when William Tyndale produced the first printed translation of the
New Testament in English, there had been a number of Bible translations. The
official Great Bible of 1539 re-used much of Tyndale's work. In 1557 the
Geneva New Testament in English was published, followed in 1560 by the full
Geneva Bible. This was superseded in England in 1568 by the official Bishops’
Bible, although the Geneva Bible was still widely used. Towards the end of
Elizabeth’s reign in 1601, a meeting of the General Assembly of the Church of
Scotland took place in Fife in May 1601. The meeting, which was attended by
King James VI of Scotland, discussed a proposal for a new translation of the
Bible. Two years later, James VI of Scotland became James I, King of
England, and in the following year (1604) he convened the Hampton Court
Conference on the future of the church. At the conference, it was decided to
commission a new translation of the Bible in an effort to provide a new
translation which would be acceptable to everyone. The King said (he):

“could never yet see a Bible well translated in English; but | think that, of all,
that of Geneva is the worst. 1 wish some special pains were taken for an
uniform translation, which should be done by the best learned men in both
Universities, then reviewed by the Bishops, presented to the Privy Council,
lastly ratified by the Royal authority, to be read in the whole Church, and none
other.”

The next step was the actual selection of the men who were to perform the
work. In July 1604, James wrote to Bishop Bancroft that he had “appointed
certain learned men, to the number of four and fifty, for the translating of the
Bible.” The translators were scholarly men who were experts in the biblical
languages, and were convinced of the inerrancy and authority of Scripture. Of
the original 54 men chosen to translate the King James Bible, only 47 finished
the project.

The translators were required to follow 15 general rules. For example:
The ordinary Bible read in the Church, commonly called the Bishops Bible, to
be followed, and as little altered as the Truth of the original will permit.

When a Word hath divers Significations, that to be kept which hath been most
commonly used by the most of the Ancient Fathers, being agreeable to the
Propriety of the Place, and the Analogy of the Faith.

Bishop to continue to 71

The Archbishop of York has given
permission for Bishop Nigel to
continue to serve as Bishop of
Manchester beyond his 70" birthday.

Speaking at Manchester Diocesan
Synod the Bishop said; “Because of
the changes and developments in this
diocese as we look towards 2025,
and because of my national church
commitments — not least in my
continuing role as Chairman of the
Steering Group overseeing the
progress of what I hope will become
appropriate legislation to enable the
consecration of women bishops and
to enable those who are in
conscience opposed, to remain
within the Church of England — the
Archbishop of York has authorised
my continuance in office for a
further year beyond my 70th
birthday”.

Bishop Nigel will be 70 in January
2012. He will continue as Bishop
until mid-January 2013.

Church of England publishes latest
statistics on web

The Church of England has published
its latest information about parish
income and expenditure and trends in

ministry numbers in Church Statistics
2008/9.

PARISH INCOME

Despite the difficult economic times,
parishioners' tax-efficient planned

giving continued to increase in 2008,
reaching an average of £9.77 a week, while
the total income of parishes exceeded £900
million for the first time at £925 million.
Total voluntary income rose to £505 million
or £8.31 per electoral roll member per week.
At the same time, total parish expenditure
rose to £874 million, with nearly £52 million
of this being donations made by parishes to
external charities.

Dr John Preston, the Church's National
Stewardship and Resources Officer, said:
"Giving to parishes in 2008 saw an increase
to record levels, a sign of the high level of
commitment that so many have to
supporting their local parish church. Legacy
giving has also bucked the national trend -
reaching the highest ever level - of £48.1
million."

ORDINATION CANDIDATES

Another 491 candidates were accepted to
train as future clergy in 2009, making a total
of 1338 in training. In total, 564 new clergy
were ordained in 2009, 10 fewer than in
2008 and 77 more than in 2006 (the lowest
figure in recent years). Of those, 309 were
entering full-time paid ministry, compared
with 321 in 2008 and 226 in 2006.

At the end of 2009, there were some 28,000
licensed and authorised ministers, ordained
and lay, active in the Church of England.

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Steer clear of car trouble this
winter..

As the New Year gets underway, why
not make sure your car is really ready
to take you where you want to go. The
motoring organisations offer the
following advice on how to reduce the
risk of winter car trouble:

LIGHTS Check all your lights are in
working order. Clean road grime from
all lenses when washing the car. Your
front and rear fog lights should only be
used when visibility is reduced to 100
metres.  Check your brake lights by
seeing if the lights illuminate a wall or
garage door. Make sure your number
plates are clearly visible - both front
and rear.

TYRES Check your tyre pressures and
the tread depth — a minimum of 1.6
millimetres over at least three quarters
of the tread width is the legal
requirement. Examine them also for
any signs of uneven wear or cuts or
small nicks in the sides.

WINDSCREEN Check that wiper
blades are not worn or damaged. If
they are leaving a smear — replace
them. Clean the windows, inside and
out, and wipe the lamp lenses and door
mirrors. Put a can of de-icer and an ice
scraper in the car. De-icer can also be
used to defrost doors and petrol cap
locks.

MAINTENANCE Get your brakes
checked. Test your horn. Check oil

and water levels regularly, referring to
the manufacturer’s manual. Ensure
you have antifreeze. Keep a bottle of
water in the car to top up your
windscreen wash in an emergency. It
is an offence to drive with an empty
windscreen washer tank!

FOR THE JOURNEY Make sure you
always have your breakdown
membership details and contact
telephone numbers in your purse or
wallet.  Store the number in your
mobile phone. Carry a few extra items
with you — gloves, a blanket, a small
shovel, a torch and some cash could all
prove useful.

Answer to picture question

A couple of years ago, the Centre for
Forensic and Medical Arts at Dundee
University was commissioned by the
Bachhaus Museum in Germany to
recreate the face of Bach. They were
given a bronze replica of his skull and
are confident the picture on the right is
how he would have looked today.

The resemblance to the 1746 portrait
by Elias Haussmann can clearly be
seen.

The Division of the Chapters to be altered, either not at all, or as little as may
be, if Necessity so require.

Every particular Man of each Company, to take the same Chapter or Chapters,
and having translated or amended them severally by himself, where he thinketh
good, all to meet together, confer what they have done, and agree for their Parts
what shall stand.

These translations to be used when they agree better with the Text than the
Bishops Bible: Tyndale's, Matthew's, Coverdale's, Whitchurch's, Geneva.
The translators expressed their early thoughts in their preface:

Truly (good Christian Reader) we never thought from the beginning, that we
should need to make a new Translation, nor yet to make of a bad one a good

one, ébut to make a good one better

good one, not justly to be excepted against, that hath been our endeavour.

The translators were divided into six groups (“‘companies”) based in Oxford,
Cambridge and Westminster.

The First Westminster Company, directed by Lancelot Andrewes (Dean of
Westminster then Bishop of Chichester, then Ely, then Winchester; finally Dean
of Chapel Royal), translated Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers,
Deuteronomy, Joshua, Judges, Ruth, I Samuel, II Samuel, I Kings and II Kings

The First Cambridge Company, directed by Edward Lively (Regius Professor
of Hebrew at Cambridge, prebendary at Peterborough then rector of Purleigh,
Essex), translated 1 Chronicles, II Chronicles, Ezra, Nehemiah, Esther, Job,
Psalms, Proverbs, Ecclesiastes, Song of Solomon

The First Oxford Company, directed by John Harding (Regius Professor of
Hebrew, President, Magdalen College, Oxford then Rector of Halsey,
Oxfordshire), translated Isaiah, Jeremiah, Lamentations, Ezekiel, Daniel, Hosea,
Joel, Amos, Obadiah, Jonah, Micah, Nahum, Habakkuk, Zephaniah, Haggai and
Malachi

The Second Cambridge Company, directed by John Duport (rector of Fulham,
then precentor of St Paul's, Master of Jesus College, finally prebendary of Ely),
translated the Apocrypha

The Second Oxford Company, directed by Thomas Ravis (Dean of Christ
Church then Bishop of Gloucester then London), translated the Gospels, Acts of
the Apostles and Revelation

The Second Westminster Company, directed by William Barlow (prebendary
of Westminster, then Dean of Chester, Bishop of Rochester then Lincoln),
translated: the New Testament Epistles



When the translators had finished their work, a committee of 12 (two translators
from each of the six groups) reviewed the work based on a detailed set of
guidelines to ensure the translators’ personal eccentricities and political
prejudices were not included in the new version. In 1610, the copies were sent to
Stationers’ Hall in London for final revision. The completed work was issued in
1611, the title page reading:

THE HOLY BIBLE, Conteyning the Old Testament, and the New: Newly
Translated out of the Originall tongues: & with the former Translations
diligently compared and revised, by his Majesties Special Commandment.
Appointed to be read in Churches. Imprinted at London by Robert Barker,
Printer to the Kings most Excellent Majestie. ANNO DOM. 1611.

The New Testament had a separate title page, reading:

THE NEWE Testament of our Lord and Saviour JESUS CHRIST. Newly
Translated out of the Originall Greeke: and with the former Translations
diligently compared and revised, by his Majesties speciall Commandment.
IMPRINTED at London by Robert Barker, Printer to the Kings most Excellent
Majestie. ANNO DOM. 1611. Cum Privilegio.

The King James Bible was developed to be read out loud at church services,
which is why the translators gave careful attention to rhythm and punctuation to
give the text a fresh oral quality that previous translations could not match. The
translators’ dedication to their task of making the Bible accessible in the
common language of the people is evident in the Bible's preface ‘The
Translators to the Reader’:

Translation it is that openeth the window, to let in the light; that breaketh the
shell, that we may eat the kernel; that putteth aside the curtain, that we may look
into the most Holy place; that removeth the cover of the well, that we may come
by the water, even as Jacob rolled away the stone from the mouth of the well, by
which means the flocks of Laban were watered.

The expenses of the work were not borne by the King, who pleaded poverty, but
by voluntary contributions from bishops and others who had the means or
inclination to do so. However, King James rewarded the translators by
bestowing good livings on them as vacancies occurred and by offering
ecclesiastical promotion.

The Authorised Version today is not the exact text published in 1611. Hundreds
of changes in vocabulary, grammar, spelling and punctuation have been made.
Occasionally, errors have crept into various printings of the King James Version
of the Bible, with some of the more famous examples having been given their
own names. These are reproduced later in the magazine.

I "The Fool Bible'": 1763: Psalm 14:1 reads "the fool hath said in his heart
there is a God", rather than "...there is no God". The printers were fined three
thousand pounds and all copies ordered to be destroyed.

9 "Denial Bible": 1792: The name Philip is substituted for Peter as the apostle
who would deny Jesus in Luke 22:34.

9 "Lions Bible" 1804: 1 Kings 8:19 reads "thy son that shall come forth out of
thy lions", rather than "loins". This edition had another error in Numbers 25:18
which read: "The murderer shall surely be put together" rather than "...put to
death".

1 "To-remain Bible" 1805: In Galatians 4:29 a proof-reader had written in "to
remain" in the margin, as an answer to whether a comma should be deleted. The
note inadvertently became part of the text, making the edition read "But as then
he that was born after the flesh persecuted him that was born after the Spirit to
remain, even so it is now."

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Census
Get ready to register your religion
It has been 10 years since more than 37
million individuals registered themselves
as Christian on the Census questionnaire,
with the largest proportion recorded in
the North West of England.

Although the census has been around
since 1801, the religion question has only
been asked twice before (once in 1851
and then again 150 years later in 2001)
and it remains the only voluntary
question in the entire questionnaire,
simply asking: What is your religion?

The information gained from the religion
question helps improve understanding of
local populations, and helps to promote
equality legislation, in order to prevent
religious discrimination.

The next census takes place on 27 March,
and can be completed online (for the first
time in census history) at
www.census.gov.uk.

Because of space constraints, Christian
denominations have not been separated
into their own categories on the census
questionnaire. If you would like to write
in your particular denomination, you can
do so by ticking the ‘Any other religion’
category and entering it in the space
provided.

The census, which is run by the Office
for National Statistics (ONS), obtains a
comprehensive and consistent snapshot
of the population. Genealogists use
census data for historical research,
academics use statistics for their studies,
while businesses and local authorities use
the information to cater for an ever-
changing society.

Individual details are kept confidential
for one hundred years and only group
statistics are released into the public
domain.

Some facts about the 2011 Census

1 The 2011 Census questionnaire
includes 14 questions about the
household and 43 questions about the
individual (such as language spoken,
work habits and health).

9 It takes approximately 10 minutes
per adult to complete the census
questionnaire; much less for children.

9 The 2011 Census takes place on 27

of organisations from local authorities
to charities, the commercial sector and
academics.

The snow code - tips on clearing snow
and ice from pavements or public
spaces

A detailed government guide to coping
with heavy snowfall is now available
online (www.direct.gov.uk). The guide
reassures people that if they clear the
path outside their house in a responsible
way, they will not be sued if someone
slips. The main points are set out below

Prevent slips

Pay extra attention to clearing snow and
ice from steps and steep pathways - you
might need to use more salt on these
areas.

If you clear snow and ice yourself, be
careful - don’t make the pathways more
dangerous by causing them to refreeze.
But don’t be put off clearing paths
because you’re afraid someone will get
injured.

Remember, people walking on snow and
ice have a responsibility to be careful
themselves. Follow the advice below to
make sure you clear the pathway safely
and effectively.

Clear the snow or ice early in the day
It’s easier to move fresh, loose snow
rather than hard snow that has packed
together from people walking on it. So if
possible, start removing the snow and
ice in the morning. If you remove the top
layer of snow in the morning, any
sunshine during the day will help melt
any ice beneath. You can then cover the
path with salt before nightfall to stop it
refreezing overnight.

Use salt or sand - not water

If you use water to melt the snow, it
might refreeze and turn to black ice.
Black ice increases the risk of injuries as
it is invisible and very slippery. You can
prevent black ice by spreading some salt

on the area you have cleared. You can
use ordinary table or dishwasher salt - a
tablespoon for each square metre you
clear. Don’t use the salt found in salting
bins - this will be needed to keep the
roads clear.

Be careful not to spread salt on plants or
grass as it may cause them damage.

If you don’t have enough salt, you can
also use sand or ash. These substances
won’t stop the path icing over as well as
salt, but will provide good grip
underfoot.

Take care where you move the snow
When you’re shovelling snow, take care
where you put it, making sure it doesn’t
block people’s paths or drains.

Make sure you make a path down the
middle of the area to be cleared first, so
you have a clear surface on which to
walk. Then shovel the snow from the
centre of the path to the sides.

Of fer to clear
If any of your neighbours are having
difficulty getting in and out of their
homes, offer to clear snow and ice
around their property as well. If you are
worried about any elderly or disabled
neighbours , contact your local council.

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Garden birds need you!

The world’s biggest ever wildlife
survey - the RSPB’s Big Garden
Birdwatch - takes place on Saturday
29 and Sunday 30 January.

More than 500,000 participants
recorded 8.5 million birds across
280,000 gardens in 2010 helping the
charity monitor the birds visiting our
gardens over the winter period.

This year, it is looking for even more
people to take part. You don’t have to
be an expert but the RSPB really could
do with your help; the more results it
receives, the clearer the picture it can
paint.

Taking part in Big Garden Birdwatch
is simple and suitable for all the
family. The survey provides a fun and
educational activity in the depth of
winter.

Sarah Kelly, Big Garden Birdwatch co
-ordinator, says: “By giving up just
one hour over the weekend, you can
make a real difference to our
knowledge of garden birds, helping us
to distinguish the ones that are doing
well from those that need help.”

And if you haven’t got children, use
the Birdwatch as an excuse to sit back
and watch the wildlife outside your
window for 60 minutes of your day.

“You don’t even have to leave the
comfort of your warm home to take
part,” says Sarah. “In fact, we’d really
rather you stayed indoors so as not to
disturb the birds in your garden.”

Past Big Garden Birdwatch results
have enabled the charity to embark

upon studies to identify the cause of the
decline of certain species. For instance,
although the house sparrow continues
to top the chart, it has shown a rapid
decrease since 1979, dropping from an
average of 10 birds per garden to just
3.7.

Results from 2010 provided a good
understanding of how birds were
coping with the prolonged cold spell
we experienced at the start of the year.
Unusually high numbers of countryside
birds like fieldfares, redwings,
bullfinches and yellowhammers were
spotted in gardens. More usually found
in fields and farmland trees and
hedgerows, these birds visited our
gardens for food when they couldn’t
find enough in their usual haunts.

As well as redwings and fieldfares,
other members of the thrush family,
including song thrush, mistle thrush
and blackbird, were seen in much
higher numbers this year also looking
for food.

To do your bit for garden birds, simply
spend one hour over the weekend of 29
and 30 January counting the birds in
your garden or local park and record
the highest number of every bird
species seen at any one time.
